
The baptismal cross is formed by combining the Greek Cross (+) with the Greek letter chi (X), which is the first letter of the Greek word for "Christ".


 The baptism cross has eight points, symbolizing rebirth & regeneration, and the eight days between Christ's entry into Jerusalem and his resurrection. Also, the number 8 is identical to the infinity sign, which for this symbol, would mean everlasting life. Finally, the numerical value of the name of Yeshua (Jesus) in Hebrew is 888, making 8 a Christian "super-number".
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
